From arts and culinary to classic cars and motorcycles, the Daytona Beach area celebrates a multitude of
interests with its year-round events and festivals. Comfortable year-round weather also draws visitors to
numerous events like Halifax Art Festival, Greek Festival, Daytona Beach Blues Festival and the annual Daytona
Turkey Run car show and swap meet in both spring and fall.
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The area is home to the Residence Inn by Marriott Daytona Beach
