
Since Fort Wayne’s establishment, our three rivers: the St. Mary’s, the St. Joseph, and the Maumee, have 
been an intrinsic part of the city. From adventuring the trails along the river, to getting out onto the blueways, 
there are plenty of opportunities for you to experience and bond with the water!

Parks and Trails
Fort Wayne is home to 86 parks and 81 miles of trails, the most prominent of which is Rivergreenway. The 
Rivergreenway Trail stretches 25 miles from Fort Wayne to New Haven, winding along the banks of the rivers. 
This trail is perfect for walking, jogging,  
rollerblading, biking, and more.

Bike Rental

If you’re ready to venture onto the waters, you can do it by canoe, single or double kayak, or standing  
paddleboard. Fort Wayne Outfitters rents all three at hourly, half-day, and full-day rates. You can also rent  
canoes or kayaks from Earth Adventures Unlimited. This is a great way to see the city!

River Cruises
Experience the city by taking a boat ride on one of the three rivers in Downtown Fort Wayne.

You can enjoy rides along the river this summer with:

Captain Black Boat Tours
Enjoy tours of the St. Mary’s and St. Joseph Rivers in Downtown Fort Wayne with a pontoon ride provided by 
Fort Wayne Outfitters and Bike Depot. Tours are private for groups of up to 12 passengers. A standard tour 
cost $250, and a Deluxe Tour (includes food & beverage) cost $350.  You may bring your own food and drink.

Boat Rides Launching from the Deck
Enjoy boat tours provided by The Deck for anyone who is interested in taking a ride with a drink. Rides cost $5 
per person, and it’s the perfect option for a fun time out with friends. *At this time the boat is out of service.

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Historic Riverfront Fort Wayne Boat Tours
If history is your thing, grab a seat aboard one of the historic tour boat rides presented by Riverfront Fort 
Wayne and the Fort Wayne Parks department. Boat tours take place every other Sunday through 
September. Ages 12 and over only. *As of June 20, 2016, the Boat Tours are SOLD OUT*

Airboat Rides
Feel the breeze, and take a fun airboat ride on Fridays or Saturdays at The Deck. Rides are by 
reservation only during the evenings of Thursday, Friday, and Saturday evenings 6 pm – 9 pm. Rides begin 
and end at the dock below The Deck and cost $20 per person.
